Classroom rearrangements were made and
the two volunteers were released from duty to get fingerprints completed. Please note, two additional staff
were called in to maintain compliance with the staff-to-child ratios. Please note, due to a scheduled
appointment, the facility director had to leave the site during the inspection. Technical assistance was
provided to the facility program manager who was called to provide additional assistance during the
inspection and the appointed facility director designee.
